Sponsor’s Information - Emergency Pager

Emmaus of Southeast Michigan provides an Emergency Pager to allow emergency communication regarding
your Pilgrim during the Walk to Emmaus. The pager will be active from 5:00 PM on Thursday until the Closing
on Sunday. It supports both numeric pages and voicemail. The pager is assigned to a team member who will
call back in response to a page for additional information. It is expected that since the sponsor has
committed to support the Pilgrim’s family during the weekend, that a page would come from the
Sponsor. If you cannot fulfill this aspect of your responsibility as a Sponsor, provide this information
to the Pilgrim’s family.

Leaving A Page:

Call (248) 367-9168 Call will be answered: “Please leave your message after the tone.”

Enter the PHONE NUMBER at which you can be reached: Including AREA CODE after tone

PRESS #
If a period of about 8 seconds elapses with no additional numeric entry, the call will be terminated.
Maximum number of digits in numeric message = 20

To leave a voicemail:
SPEAK after the tone — NOTE: All voicemail messages must include a call back number!
PRESS # at end of message Voicemail cuts off at 1 minute

After you press #, or upon call timeout termination, you will hear “Thank you for using Verizon wireless”, and
the call will be disconnected.
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
